Sheffield Chinese Christian Church

The Sheffield Chinese Christian Church is a non-
denominational church whose mission is to serve
Chinese people in the local area and surrounding
regions. We spread the Gospel and teach biblical
truths throughout the wider community. We
provide pastoral care, family visitation, various
forms of counseling, and educational and
recreational activities.

Every Sunday, we hold bilingual English—
Cantonese worship services as well as Mandarin
(Chinese/Putonghua) worship services.

As for Sunday School, we teach the Bible to
people ranging in age from four to eighty. Our
Chinese language classes serve students from
age four through to young adulthood.

In addition, we have fellowships for international
students, local residents, and youth. For small-
group gatherings, we currently have one women’s
group and several student care small groups.
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Our Story

Sheffield Chinese Christian Fellowship (SCCF)
began in 1972 in the front room of Professor
Raymond and Ivy Heng’'s home. What started as
a small gathering has steadily grown into today’s
Sheffield Chinese Christian Church (SCCC),
with three congregations—Cantonese, English,
and Mandarin—worshipping together each
Sunday at our building on Anns Road, Heeley.

In the early years, our group was made up
mainly of university students and hospital nurses
who met for study, reflection, and friendship. We
were encouraged by regular visits from friends
at COCM and Chinese Christian Fellowships in
Birmingham and Manchester.

In 1973 we hosted the first COCM
Interfellowship Consultation in the UK at the
former YMCA buildings. This later became the
annual COCM International Consultation.
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In 1974, we held the first North England Easter
Conference (NEEC) at Cliff College near
Sheffield. It later expanded to include Cantonese
and Mandarin sessions.

In December 1976, we purchased our first
property at 12 Watson Road, Broomhill, which
became our Church Centre.

In 1990 we registered as a charity, and in March
1991 purchased our current church building on
Anns Road, Heeley.

While this is only a brief overview, we look
forward with hope, continuing to grow as an
open, welcoming, and supportive community
that values learning, worship, service, and
connection.
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
