Homework Reminder
A gentle reminder to all students: completing your
homework each week is crucial for reinforcing what you've
learned in class, particularly your Hifdh homework. As you
will be tested on your memorisation, it’s important to stay
consistent in your practice.

Incomplete homework will be flagged to parents. If a
student misses two consecutive assignments, a meeting
will be arranged to address the concern.

Homework reinforces classroom learning, and incomplete
tasks can lead to gaps in understanding and missed
practice. We encourage all parents to take an active role in
supporting their child's education, insha’Allah.

To help keep track of the
surahs your child is working
on, please refer to the green
tracker sheet inside their diary.

From Monday
to Thursday, students will be
tested on Surahs.
