Trisagion: hymn with a triple invocation of God, ‘three 
times+holy’ 
ineffable: too great or extreme to be expressed or described in 
words.  not to be uttered. 
immutable: unchanging over time or unable to be changed. 
august: respected and impressive 
inviolable: never to be broken, infringed, or dishonored. 
enigma: a person or thing that is mysterious, puzzling, or 
difficult to understand 
remunerating: re-paying 
sacrosanct: regarded as too important or valuable to be 
interfered with. 
mellifluous: sweet or musical; pleasant to hear.
