Day 0 : Delhi to Shimla

Narkanda and Rampur.

Dam.

Check out after breakfast and drive to
Chitkul, the last Indian village near the

China border, to enjoy the scenic views. 
Depart for Kalpa, arriving by evening.

Wake up to the Kinner Kailash view and
visit the popular Suicide point.

meters.
