One of the most popular of postcard collecting topics is Main Street Views
which provide an opportunity to travel back in time to one's hometown
and see how it progressed, in many cases from dirt streets with horse carts
through trolley cars to early automobiles.

It is interesting to see the Main Street businesses with their different advertising
as well as the clothing that the people of that period were wearing. On some
special Main Street view cards, one may come across a town celebration or
even a parade coming down the avenue freezing that special moment in
time for posterity.

An extension of this type of collecting is to acquire the same Main Street
viewing perspective from several different decades to trace the growth
and development of the town and its residents.
