a. Elected members 
Susan Aitken – Pat Cahill from Sanctuary should be connecting with is.  Happy to hear the Community Connector has reached out.  Sanctuary gave not been forthcoming as a Social Landlord around environmental maintenance (fly tipping etc).  Well received and accepted that Sanctuary could do more.
