The Martin Village Council met for its regular meeting on April 13th, 2026 at the Martin Village Office, 1609 North Main Street, Martin, Michigan.

Approval of Minutes:   Motion made by Member J. Brinkhuis and supported by Member Kelsey to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of March 9th, 2026, as presented.  Motion carried.

Financial Items:

1.  Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Kelsey went over the upcoming CDARS account and that it will mature the end of April 2026.  Motion made by Member Kelsey and supported by Member Visser to Rollover CDARS for 12 months at 3.4% interest.  Motion Carried. Treasurer Kelsey gave her report, reporting that all bills were paid.  Motion made by Member Taylor and supported by Member Visser to approve the reports for March as submitted.  Motion carried.  

2. Payment of Bills:  The bills were reviewed by Clerk Taylor. Motion made by Member J. Brinkhuis and supported by Member Kelsey to pay the bills and any forthcoming bills.  Motion carried.   


Department Updates/Reports:

1.  Public Safety:   Member Martin reported that he has noticed a few more traffic stops this last month, but it is a constant battle and that he is open for suggestions.    



2. Public Works/Streets:     Member Martin reported that he and President Brinkhuis conducted an employee review with DPW Dion Buchino and all went well.  They discussed hours, working habits, and timely completion of assignments.  They are recommending an increase of $2 to bring his hourly wage to $22 per hour.  Motion was made by Member Martin and supported by Member J. Brinkhuis to increase the DPW wage for Dion to $22 per hour starting on his next pay check.  Motion carried.  Member Martin reported that he and DPW Buchino cleaned out the Village Memorial Park and are in the process beautifying that area with new woodchips and flowers.  Also, over the last month a manhole cover was filled by the west lift station due to it rattling with truck traffic and the noise has been eliminated.  Member Martin also reported that he and DPW Buchino have a meeting with the school about the water coming off both parking lots, since they are redoing their parking lots Member Martin wanted to address it before work started.  Member Martin reported that the equipment is being switched over from snow plowing and salting, all equipment has been cleaned and treated.  Preparing for Spring clean-up.  Member Martin reported that President Brinkhuis will be having a meeting with Wightman about some issues that have been noticed on the local streets.  Member Martin also reported that he would like to purchase banners in honor of it being the 250th for the United States for the Village they are $118 per banner, also new brackets will need to be purchased at $115 each set.  Motion made by Member Kelsey and supported by Member Taylor to purchase 2 of the 250th banners and 2 other new banners that we can hang for future years as well, along with the 4 new bracket sets.  Motion carried.  Member Martin reported that he would like to pursue an elongated ditch for our storm drain at the Templeton Street drain, to help with heavy rains to keep more water off the road.  Member Martin also reminded us that the Dirty Donut race is coming up on June 20th, 2026.  Member Martin reported that it is time to schedule road patching and storm drain cleaning.

3. Sewer/Water:  Member Martin reported that the hydrants have been flushed for spring and that they will be working on valve turning with DPW Buchino.
