The Martin Village Council met for its regular meeting on June 8th, 2026 at the Martin Village Office, 1609 North Main Street, Martin, Michigan.

Call to Order and Pledge to Flag:  President Brinkhuis called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The Pledge of Allegiance to the American flag was recited.

Approval of Minutes:   Motion made by Member J. Brinkhuis and supported by Member Martin to approve the minutes of the regular meeting of May 11th, 2026, with corrections.  Motion carried.

Financial Items:

1.  Treasurer’s Report:  Treasurer Kelsey was not present, but left her report, reporting that all bills were paid.  Motion made by Member Martin and supported by Member J. Brinkhuis to approve the reports for May as submitted, with questions about Local Street fund and building(roof) fund.  Motion carried.  

2. Payment of Bills:  The bills were reviewed by Clerk Taylor. Motion made by Member J. Brinkhuis and supported by Member Martin to pay the bills and any forthcoming bills.  Motion carried.   


Department Updates/Reports:

1.  Public Safety:  Officer Klein sent out his monthly report.  Member Martin reported on the public cross walk at University and East Allegan Street.  After 5 years of making that area user friendly and educating on use of the Public Cross walk that it should be able to be functioning without a crossing guard.  The Council decided at the beginning of funding the Public Cross walk that we would only fund paying for a crossing guard for 3 years.  It has been 3 years and the board has decided to no longer fund a crossing guard.  



2. Public Works/Streets:   Member Martin reported that the Memorial Day parade and ceremony went well, including barricades and traffic control.  The park looked nice and received several compliments.  The Village Council would like to thank all the volunteers that helped make the parade and ceremony be a success.  Member Martin also reported that Property Revolutions is working with MML on the Garage roof that was also damaged during last years storms.  Member Martin reported that we are getting quotes on the fire hydrant that was damaged on E. Allegan Street from the car accident, so far, the quotes are about $17, 000.  Reminder that June 20th is Dirty Donut Race so there will be extra traffic and bicycles.  Member Martin also that there will be a bill for about $1000, coming from the tree clean up across from the Memorial Park.  Member Martin reported that a new Sports Championship sign with space below to add future years.

3. Sewer/Water:  Member Martin Perceptive was in cleaning storm drains North and West and there were signs of debris from last year’s Tornado, we will look into seeing if that can be added to the Disaster relief bill.  While Perceptive was in town the Martin School Bus Wash was cleaned and will be done annually and we will bill the school.

Resolution declared adopted. 

2. Member Taylor presented the annual resolution for collection of delinquent taxes.  Resolution 2026-6-2 offered by Member Taylor and supported by Member J. Brinkhuis, to allow for collection of delinquent taxes through February 2027.  Roll call vote:  Ayes – G. Brinkhuis, Smith, Martin, J. Brinkhuis, Taylor.  Nays – None, Absent – Kelsey, Visser  Resolution declared adopted.
