President Brinkhuis asked each visitor to state their purpose for attending and they have five minutes to discuss any issues they had for the Council to consider.  Tim is running for District Court Judge for Allegan County this fall and wanted to go over his qualifications and why he is running and feels he would be a good candidate.

Financial Items:

1.  Public Safety:   Member Martin reported that SRO Klein asked about footage from the Crosswalk area to help with an incident that happened to help identify individuals that may have been involved.



2. Public Works/Streets:     Member Martin reported that all winter equipment has been serviced and stored.  Village office roof quote has been accepted and will be started after Memorial Day.  DPW will be putting up flags for Memorial Day as we normally put them up 2 weeks before Memorial Day and then come down after Labor Day, every year.  Member Martin reported that Sani-sweep was in town today to clean the streets and we will be negotiating a new contract for the next 5 years.  Member Martin and DPW Buchino met with the school about the parking lot project and voiced the concerns the village has about water run-off.  Member Martin reported that he got the quote from Asphalt Resolution for the yearly road patching in town the quote is for $15, 000.  Motion made by Member Taylor and supported by Member J. Brinkhuis to accept the quote for the road patch not exceeding $15, 000 for this year.  Motion carried.

3. Sewer/Water:  Member Martin reported on a fire hydrant that was damaged during an accident and replacement. There was talk of possibly moving it to the other side of the road, but after much discussion it will remain in the same location with the possibility in the future of having one added to the North side of E. Allegan St.  Member Martin reported that a letter has been drafted and sent to Allegan County Health Department for the property of 1085 W. Allegan Street and the failed septic and how to proceed.

4. Finance:   Budget Amendments:  Member Taylor presented a list of budget items that should be amended. Motion by Member J. Brinkhuis and supported by Member Martin, to amend the budget as presented. Motion carried.
