2 workers killed, several injured — A fire erupted at a pipeline within the
Zubair oilfield near Basra after a gas leak ignited in an aging pumping sys-
tem. The blaze was quickly contained, but the incident revealed ongoing
challenges in maintenance and emergency response across Iraq’s energy
sector.

KEY DISCUSSION POINTS

Root Cause:
Gas leak from worn-out equipment and delayed maintenance inspections.

System Gaps:
Lack of preventive maintenance schedules and inadequate fire detection coverage in
high-risk zones.

Human Factors:
Workers in the area attempted to control the leak manually before full evacuation —
highlighting limited training and emergency preparedness.

Prevention Actions:

e  Strengthen maintenance and integrity programs for pipelines and pumps.
e Conduct periodic emergency response drills specific to gas-related fires.
e Enforce fire detection and suppression standards at all oil facilities.

Learning Outcome
Even minor gas leaks can escalate quickly — preventive maintenance and clear
evacuation protocols save lives.
