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Abstract: This report explores the rethinking of Ukrainian society's ideological attitudes following the full-scale russian invasion. One of its components was the decolonization of Ukrainian art, and in particular, music education at all levels. Using the Kharkiv I.P. Kotlyarevsky National University of Arts, Ukraine's largest music and theater university, as an example, the impact of the war on the creative and educational activities of Kharkiv musicians is examined. This topic focuses on the process of decolonization and its interpretation by contemporary composers, performers, and educators. The wartime situation necessitated a rapid and radical restructuring of Ukraine's higher arts education system. This transformation was aimed at liberating the country from the colonial, pro-russian paradigm of subordination and inferiority, as well as declaring and developing European integration values ​​in science and art. The critical situation of war highlighted the importance of artistic activity as a means of preserving humanity, understanding the past and present, and outlining development prospects.
