
Antitrust Compliance Statement
The Chairman has emphasized that discussions at all meetings are strictly confined to matters relevant to the legitimate promotion and advancement of the steel and steel-making materials trade. Strict adherence to antitrust laws is mandatory. Any violation of the prohibitions outlined below may result in criminal charges, which could include imprisonment, as well as fines of up to 10% of the global turnover of the involved company(ies).

Members are prohibited from disclosing, discussing, or entering into agreements (whether formal or informal) regarding the following:

1. Price Fixing: Any discussions regarding actual prices charged or intended to be charged, including but not limited to pricing elements such as discounts, payment terms, or commissions paid to agents.

2. Production Limitations: Any agreements to limit or restrict production levels.

3. Market Sharing: Any agreements or discussions on the allocation of customers, territories, or product types.

4. Bid Rigging: Sharing or discussing bid details, including the submission or non-submission of bids.

5. Boycotts: Discussions regarding the boycott or refusal to deal with specific trading partners.

Compliance with antitrust laws is critical to maintaining the integrity of the industry and avoiding legal repercussions. All members are expected to fully adhere to these guidelines.
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
