Cornhole  Rules
1. Equipment & Setup
· Boards: 24” wide × 48” long, front edge 3–4” off ground, back edge 12” off ground.
· Distance: 27 ft between front edges of boards (adult play).
· Bags: 6” × 6”, filled with resin/corn, weighing 15–16 oz.
· Teams: Doubles (2 vs 2).

2. Scoring
· In the hole = 3 points.
· On the board = 1 point (must not touch ground first).
· Cancellation scoring: Only the net score counts each round (e.g., 1 team has 7 points, the other has 5 → round score = 2 for first team).
· Game is to 15 points (no win-by-2 required).
· Best 2 out of 3 wins
· Final Round = 21 points to win.

3. Gameplay
· Players alternate tossing bags (4 each per round).
· Players MUST use bags provided
· In doubles:
· Partners stand on opposite boards, same side.
· Players on one side throw against each other, while partners remain on the other side.
· First throw: Decided by coin toss
· Next round: Team that scored in the previous round throws first.
· If tied, same player throws first again.






4. Fouls
A bag is foul (no points) if:
· Touches the ground before landing on the board.
· Lands on board but touches the ground.
· Thrown out of turn.
· Not released within 20 seconds of stepping into pitching box.
· Player steps over foul line (front edge of board).

· Seeding: Determined by random draw

6. Sportsmanship
· No distracting opponents during throw.
· Bags must be delivered underhand.
· Players are responsible for keeping score.
· Disputes settled by tournament director.
