Exhibit Selection Criteria: Interpretation of theme; Clarity of message; Craftsmanship 

Media, Form, Genre, and Size: Any media, size, form (two or three dimensions), and combination of figurative, symbolic, realistic, or abstract. Words can be included in the image.  
 
Motivating Words: dreams, wonder, inventing, caring, change, strange, surprise, symbols, future, hope, identity,   
                              exaggeration. What words can you or your students think of?

Motivational Prompts: How can you show in your picture your response to:
           1. I dream of a home/neighborhood to live in that looks like...(can show inside and/or outside. A neighborhood can 
               include special places.
           2. I dreamt when I was sleeping or day-dreaming.  (Share part of the dream)
           3. I dream I am in a strange landscape/place that may include unusual creatures and/or people or objects.
           4. I dream of doing what I love to do.
           5. I dream of doing this with my family and/or friends
           6. I dream of wearing this...(can include hairstyles, and accessories)
           7. I dream of  a product I will invent to help people
           8. I dream of a caring world (consider social, cultural, economic, environmental challenging issues)
           9. I dream of becoming my best self.
         10. Your choice of subject on the theme DARE TO DREAM
