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PUZZLE 15 - SKUNK APE

A foul smell hanging in humid air is one of the details most often linked to
the Skunk Ape. In the Florida Everglades, the creature is imagined as a
hairy figure moving through dense wet vegetation. These sensory details
helped make the Skunk Ape a well-known southern cryptid.
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- The Everglades suit this creature well because the region is wet, dense, and difficult to
see through clearly.

- Smell plays an unusual role here and helps distinguish the Skunk Ape from other
ape-like cryptids.

- Rotting vegetation, swamp gas, and damp animal scent can intensify strange
impressions in wetlands.

- Odor alone can shape a powerful encounter when the swamp already limits sight and
encourages uncertainty.
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
