59-Day Visa Exemption 



● Brazil 
● Israel 

Citizens of these two countries can stay without a visa for up to 59 days, thanks to 
specific bilateral agreements. 

14-Day Visa Exemption 
● India (if holding a valid visa or residence permit for Japan, Australia, Canada, 

any Schengen country, Singapore, the United Kingdom, or the United States) 
● Hong Kong SAR (SAR passport) 
● Macao SAR 

Some passport holders from Hong Kong (British or Chinese passport) and Macao 
may enter visa-free for 14 days under specific conditions. 

7-Day Visa Exemption 
● Mainland China (tourism, if holding a valid visa for Australia, Japan, Canada, 

Schengen area, or the United States) 
● Hong Kong (British passport) 

General Conditions 
● A passport must be valid for at least 6 months beyond the intended exit date 

from the Philippines, and travelers must hold a confirmed return or onward 
ticket. 

● Extensions for longer stays are available through the Philippine Bureau of 
Immigration.
