AIRPORTS

Il est crucial de ne pas confondre les deux aéroports de Bangkok.

e Bangkok - Suvarnabhumi (BKK) : Le hub international principal. Accés direct au
centre-ville via I'Airport Rail Link.
e Bangkok - Don Mueang (DMK) : Vols low-cost (AirAsia, Nok Air). Accés via la
SRT Red Line.
e Aéroports Régionaux Stratégiques :
o Phuket (HKT) : Porte d'entrée pour la mer d'Andaman.
o Chiang Mai (CNX) : Hub principal pour le Nord.
o Samui (USM) : Aéroport privé (Bangkok Airways), accés ultra-rapide aux
iles du Golfe.
o Krabi (KBV) : Alternative a Phuket pour Railay et Koh Lanta.

e D-Ticket (App & Site) : Le systeme officiel. Astuce : Réservation 30 a 90 jours a
l'avance.

e 12Go Asia : Indispensable si le site officiel bugue. lls achétent les billets
physiquement pour vous.

é& 3. MOBILITE MARITIME / ISLAND HOPPING

Attention : Pendant la mousson (mai-octobre), certaines liaisons en mer d’Andaman ferment.

Lomprayah : La référence. Catamarans rapides et ponctuels (Golfe de Thailande).
Bundhaya Speed Boat : Les plus rapides pour Koh Lipe et le Sud.

Tigerline Ferry : Proposent des combinés "Ferry + Van" jusqu'a votre hétel.

Chao Phraya Express : Le "bus fluvial" de Bangkok pour éviter les bouchons
(Drapeau Orange ou Bleu).

@ 4. APPLICATIONS MOBILES / MUST-HAVE APPS

A télécharger et configurer avec votre carte (Wise/Revolut) avant de partir.

Grab : Le "Uber" local + livraison repas (GrabFood).

Bolt : Souvent 20 a 30% moins cher que Grab.

ViaBus : Géolocalise les bus de ville en temps réel a Bangkok.
MuvMi : Tuk-Tuks électriques partagés (Sukhumvit, Ari, Silom).
Anywheel : Vélos en libre-service (Chiang Mai & Parcs de Bangkok).

Agoda : Le leader en Asie. Meilleurs prix avec le programme "AgodaCash".
Traveloka : Excellentes promotions sur les combos Vols + Hétels.
Renthub : Le meilleur outil pour les locations au mois (Long séjour).
Hostelworld : Pour les auberges de jeunesse et les rencontres.

Essential Tools for the Connected Traveler: Seamless Logistics &
Connectivity.

+1 1. AIRPORT INFRASTRUCTURE

Crucial: Do not confuse Bangkok’s two airports when booking or navigating.

e Bangkok - Suvarnabhumi (BKK): The main international hub. Direct city center
access via the Airport Rail Link.
e Bangkok - Don Mueang (DMK): Primarily for low-cost carriers (AirAsia, Nok Air).
Access via the SRT Red Line.
e Strategic Regional Airports:
o Phuket (HKT): Primary gateway to the Andaman Sea.
Chiang Mai (CNX): The main hub for Northern Thailand.
Samui (USM): Private airport (Bangkok Airways), offering ultra-fast access
to the Gulf islands.
o Krabi (KBV): A cheaper alternative to Phuket for reaching Railay and Koh
Lanta.

& 2. RAILWAY NETWORK (STATE RAILWAY OF
THAILAND)

Sleeper trains are the best way to travel overnight and save on a hotel night.

e Krung Thep Aphiwat (Central Terminal): This is where all long-distance trains
(North, South, Isan) depart from.

e D-Ticket (App & Website): The official SRT system. Tip: Tickets open 30 to 90 days
in advance.

e 12Go Asia: Indispensable if the official site is sold out or crashing. They physically
purchase tickets for you.

dés 3- MARITIME MOBILITY (ISLAND HOPPING)

Warning: During the monsoon season (May—QOctober), some Andaman Sea routes may
close.

Lomprayah: The gold standard. High-speed catamarans and punctuality (Gulf of
Thailand).

Bundhaya Speed Boat: The fastest option for Koh Lipe and the Deep South.
Tigerline Ferry: Offers "Ferry + Van" combos that drop you off directly at your hotel.
Chao Phraya Express: Bangkok’s "river bus" to bypass city traffic (use the Orange
or Blue Flag boats).

& 4. MOBILE APPLICATIONS (MUST-HAVES)

Download and configure these with your card (Wise/Revolut) before arrival.

Grab: The local "Uber" + food delivery (GrabFood).

Bolt: Often 20% to 30% cheaper than Grab.

ViaBus: Tracks Bangkok city buses in real-time.

MuvMi: Shared electric Tuk-Tuks (active in Sukhumvit, Ari, and Silom).
Anywheel: Bicycle sharing (Chiang Mai & Bangkok Parks).

iH: 5. ACCOMMODATION BOOKING / HOTELS

Local platforms in Asia often provide lower rates than European ones.

Agoda: The leader in Asia. Best prices with the "AgodaCash" loyalty program.
Traveloka: Excellent for bundles and regional Flight + Hotel deals.

Renthub: The best tool for monthly rentals (Long stay).

Hostelworld: The primary choice for solo travelers and social hostels.

== 6. DOMESTIC AIRLINES

Bangkok Airways: Known as the "Boutique Airline." All passengers get free lounge
access (snacks/WiFi).

Thai AirAsia: Very strict on the 7kg cabin baggage limit.
Thai VietJet: Often the lowest fares, departing frequently from Suvarnabhumi (BKK).

@ 7. SOCIAL LIFE & CONNECTIVITY

LINE: Thailand’s WhatsApp. Essential for contacting hotels, tour guides, and locals.
Pantip: Thailand’s #1 local forum (use Google Translate to explore).
SIM Cards (AIS or DTAC): Highest 5G coverage, even on remote islands.

than a train for specific lines.
Payment: Link your multi-currency card (Wise / Revolut) to the Grab app to avoid

handling cash with drivers.
Local Insight: Use Google Maps not just for GPS, but to check recent reviews;

locals post many photos of current menus and prices.
