Yet we have the desire and need 
to consistently search for the meaning and fulfillment 
of life.

4/ THE TEMPORALITY AND MONOTONY OF LIFE

but the sea is never full.  The rivers return to their 
point of origin, and from there they flow again.

6/ CHASING THE WIND
Who observes the wind will not sow.  Whoever is 
determined to chase the wind believing that it will 
make him fly is a simply meaningless attempt. 
Don’t use time to chase the wind, use the wind to 
multiply your time.

7/ HEBEL
Hebel is translated as breath or breeze. Everything is  
a mist, a vapor, a puff of wind, a bit of smoke under 
the sun.

8/ TIME AND OCCASION FIND US ALL EQUALLY
Many of the questions and issues that we have 
in ourselves fall upon us as punishment in life.  We 
spend our days looking for an answer when in  reality, 
time and occasion find us all in common ground. 
It is better to release, it is better to trust.

9/ TIME FOR EVERYTHING
For everything there is a season, and a time for every 
matter under heaven.
Life is a lyrical arrangement of good and bad, of 
relational complexity and nuanced subtleties.

10/ MORE THAN WE CAN SEE
Now on earth, we see things imperfectly, like puzzling 
reflections in a mirror, but then we will see everything 
with perfect clarity. All that I know now is partial and 
incomplete, but then I will know everything completely.

11/ LIFE IS A MERELY BRIEF PRELUDE

Prelude to Eternity, as in different occasions in our 
days, we experience fragments of Heaven, when our 
hearts are able to see the true beauty of creation 
even in the midst of brokenness of humane.
Prelude of Heaven, Prelude to Eternity.

12/ HEAVEN AND EARTH COLLIDE
There are moments in our lives where we could 
experience heaven on this earth and when those 
moments are touched, we long for more.

13/ HOMESICK FOR HEAVEN
Every moment of despair has room for hope and a bit 
of laughter, and every lighthearted romp has serious 
undercurrent that grounds our days as we long for 
our eternal home.   

14/ EYES TO BEHOLD THE SUN
Blessed for those eyes that  are able to see the sun in 
their heart.

15/ WE HAVE ETERNITY IN OUR HEART
Even if we gain everything we see, it will not fulfill us 
as we are made for more, made with eternity in our 
heart. And when we live up to how we are created, 
above all earthly realities we face, we could hear a 
word from heaven that speaks louder.

PREMISE ETERNITY

We are made for more than what we can see.  And yet we find ourselves chasing after the wind – 
like the season in our lives where we are not able to look at more than the earthly things. 
Since we cannot control our days we must stop trying to control and learn to hold things  

with open hands, no more under the sun-thinking, no more under the sun-premise.
