Cornerstone Rescue Mission Women’s and Children’s Home! 
   Cornerstone Women’s and Children’s Shelter is a non-profit organization located at 301 

Fox Run Drive in Rapid City, South Dakota.  

   The Women’s and Children’s Home opened in March of 2005. The home provides a safe 
place for women and children. Families are the fastest growing segment of 
homelessness. The shortage of affordable housing and an increase in poverty are two 
reasons we are seeing such a demand for rooms in the home. 

   Many of these mothers have three (3) or four (4) children under the age of 5. According 
to Claretian Publications, in no state does a full-time minimum wage job cover the cost 
of a one-bedroom unit at Fair Market Rent.  

   The Mission provides shelter and assistance to an average of 350-400 women and 
children annually and provides a yearly average of 9,500 overnight stays to our guests. 

   The home allows these women and children a chance for stability and healing while 
becoming self-sufficient and independent.
