• Heal emotional, physical, and cultural brokenness to overcome historical 

trauma 

• Fulfill basic human needs of shelter, food, and safety 

• Provide opportunity for personal and spiritual growth 

• Restore traditions of self-worth and self-sufficiency within the community 

• Build/strengthen positive and productive relationships outside of the 

community 

Visiting teams are invited to provide Vacation Bible School for the local community, 

or to serve as a work team doing light construction work on our grounds or 

throughout the reservation. We partner with area organizations to help provide 

needed renovations to homes, Tribal buildings, and grounds. And while the summer 

months are always full, and usually spent outside, we also provide opportunities for 

small work teams to do interior work, or for groups to join us in the fall, winter, or 

spring months for multi-day retreats.
