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What is the different between a
Registrar and a Celebrant?

A celebrant offers freedom, choice, flexibility
and personalisation.

A registrar handles the legal side of marriage, they
work to a set script, operate within fixed time
slots, and are limited to licensed venues.

A celebrant does something different. The focus
is entirely on you, your story, your relationship,
and what you want your ceremony to be. Every
word is written from scratch, there's no script to
follow, and no venue restrictions to work around.

Celebrant-led ceremonies aren't yet legally binding
in the UK, but for most couples that's not an issue.
A short register office appointment, just you, a
registrar, and two witnesses, takes care of the
legal bit, leaving your actual celebration
completely free to be personal, meaningful, and
exactly as it should be.

Why choose me as your Celebrant?

| take the time to really get to know you. Not just
how you met, but who you are, what you value,
what matters to you, what you want your
ceremony to feel like.

From the very first conversation, couples often
say they feel at ease, like they're being listened to,
not led. That trust carries all the way through, so
by the time the ceremony arrives, it doesn't feel
like a performance.

INSPIRATION

- Make vour guests part of it

A celebrant ceremony gives you the freedom to make your guests genuinely part of
the day, not just an audience. Group promises are a beautiful example, where family
and friends make their own commitment to love and support you throughout your
married life. Or what about a ring warming, where your rings are passed through
the hands of everyone present before you exchange them? When your guests have a
role to play, the atmosphere in the room shifts completely and they'll talk about it
long after the day is done.

- Leave out anything vou don’t like

Not keen on being given away? Don't want a traditional entrance? That's entirely
your call. A celebrant ceremony is built around what feels right for you, not
inherited expectations or a script written for someone else. You get to keep
everything you love and leave out anything you don't. No explanation needed.

- There are no rules

No venue restrictions, no set script, no list of approved elements to pick from. A
celebrant ceremony gives you complete freedom which means there's room for
rituals that carry real meaning, like a handfasting, an oathing stone, or a unity
candle. Room for your dog or an outdoor ceremony in a field that means the world
to you, and room for something that's never been done before, an idea that's
entirely yours, created just for this moment.
