
About Oskar Ekberg
Since his debut with the Swedish Radio Symphony Orchestra in 2004, Oskar Ekberg has been in high demand as a soloist, chamber musician and orchestral musician, both in Scandinavia and internationally. He has received great appreciation for his commitment to Swedish music, with several notable solo recordings with music by Elfrida Andrée, Adolf Fredrik Lindblad and the complete keyboard suites by Swedish baroque composer Johan Helmich Roman. The latter received noticeable recognition and a Grammis nominee for Best Classical Album. 
Ekberg’s repertoire choices are often characterized by an interest in highlighting the “forgotten but fantastic”. He is also a vivid ambassador of Olivier Messiaen's music, which he performs extensively.  
In addition to a rich concert schedule, he was appointed professor of piano at Marie Cederschiöld College in Stockholm in 2016.
