What Does This Look Like in Practice?

Writes a draft, then asks Al: “What'’s the
weakest argument in my essay?”

Asks Al to quiz them on the material and
explain wrong answers.

Works the problem, gets stuck, asks Al to
explain the step they missed.

Asks Al: “What angles haven't |
considered?” then researches
independently.

Replacing X

Types the prompt into Al and submits what
comes back with minor edits.

Asks Al for a summary and reads only that
instead of the source material.

Pastes in the problem set and copies the
answers.

Asks Al to write the report section by
section.
