Global International Schools is the international
schools for educational opportunities.

We believe that child protection requires everyone
to take responsibility and that every child matters.
We recognise that the care, protection and
welfare of children is paramount and that all
children have the right to be protected from all
types of harm. We also recognise that we have a
fundamental duty of care towards all children
where our programmes and operations facilitate
contact with children, or have an impact on
children. This includes a duty to protect children
from harm or risk of harm as a result of:

e Misconduct by our staff or partners

e Poor practice

e The poor design or delivery of our
programmes and operations.

We will, where reasonably practicable, both follow
relevant Sudan laws and standards, as well as
ensuring local legal compliance, and we will
adhere to Article 19 of the United Nations
Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC)
1989.

A child is defined in the Global International
Schools as anyone who has not reached their 18th
birthday (UNCRC 1989) irrespective of the age of
majority in the country where the child is, or in
their home country.

Global International Schools is committed to:

e Valuing, respecting and listening to
children

e Ensuring all necessary checks are made
when recruiting staff

e Maintaining strong child protection
systems and procedures for staff

e Training its staff and providing a common
understanding of child protection issues to
inform planning and practice

e Sharing information about child protection
and good practice with children and
parents/carers
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Sharing information about any concerns
with the relevant agencies and involving
parents and children appropriately
Providing effective management for staff
through clear processes, supervision and
support.

We will provide adequate and appropriate
resources to implement this policy and will
ensure it is communicated and
understood.

Global International Schools will review
this policy statement annually to reflect
new legal and regulatory developments
and ensure good practice.

Did you know that...?

Under an important
international agreement,
called the United Nations
Convention on the Rights
of the Child

most Governments have
agreed that children have a
right to protection, and to
have their welfare promoted.
This means that
Governments have a
responsibility to keep you
safe. The Convention on the
Rights of the Child says that

“a child is anyone who
has not reached their
18th birthday”
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Introducing the Child Protection Policy

Global International Schools believes that you are
important, wherever you live, and we take your
safety and happiness very seriously. We have a
Child Protection Policy describing the steps we will
take to keep you safe, in every country we work.
This version of the Policy is for you.

How we will work with you

v' We will do what is best for you.

We will involve you in making decisions.
We will treat all children equally.

We will respect and value your culture.
We will work with other people who can
help you.

We will take keeping you safe seriously.
We will make sure our policy keeps all
children safe.
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What we will do when you ask for help

There may still be times when you need help. You
might want to ask for our help because you are
being hurt by a member of our staff or at home,
or in school or in your community. Whatever you
tell us we will listen and take your worries
seriously.

What to do if you want to complain

If you want to make a complaint under the Child
Protection Policy, you should speak to a member
of our staff that you trust or to the Country Child
Protection Focal Point or a member of Global
International Schools Child Protection Team. If
you do not want to make the complaint by
yourself, you can ask a member of your family or
a friend to help you.

Children who tell us about their concerns
will not get in trouble even if they report a
staff member for bad behavior.
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
